MOVBL Rules 2011
11-12 League
1. We will NOT play the infield fly rule. This is a judgment call and with the many different umpires it just makes it easy. 

2. We will play the AH rule which allows for 10 batters in your lineup. Only 9 players in the field. The AH is part of your lineup and is interchangeable with position players. Key thing to remember is you must maintain your batting order!
3. Maximum of 5 runs scored in anyone inning except the 6th inning which is open until 3 outs occur. If a player hits a home run over the fence and more than 5 runs score they will count. This is the only exception to 5 runs in one inning.
4. No big barrel bats allowed. Little League 2 ¼ inch barrels only.

5. You can steal from start of the game. Runner can advance once the ball crosses the plate. Umpire judgment.
6. Once a runner takes a step back towards a base the play is over unless the defense makes a play. This is to alleviate all the cat and mouse games with runners and pitchers. All Umpire judgment. 

7. Warnings will be issued to the TEAM for the following: Leaving base early in an attempt to steal. If it happens a second time runner is out. Throwing a bat. Same deal second offense and it is an out. Making a bunt attempt then swinging away. First time it is a strike on the batter, second time batter is out. All Umpire judgment.
PITCHING

1. Pitching rule is simple. Maximum of 9 consecutive outs by any one pitcher in a game! You can not re-enter the pitcher to pitch. Key word is consecutive. Once pitcher is removed he can not pitch again in that game.
2. Intentional Walks. The umpire can just send the batter to first. This speeds up the game. Just tell the umpire you want to walk the batter. 
General comments
Just to reiterate what was discussed at the meeting. There are no rules for any one league that apply. There may be batting helmet rules or things like that but game rules are not to be altered regardless of location. Please do your best to play by the rules we have agreed to. This a combined league of 4 leagues and this is the only fair way to play.
